No jeans, pants, or shorts with rips, frayed hems (or edges), or holes.
Shorts/bottoms can be no shorter than three (3) inches above the knee.

No crop tops or shirts that expose belly button/skin when arms are raised

Violations will result in disciplinary consequences, and scholars will sit in the front office
until a change of clothes are delivered to them.
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No leggings, yoga pants, spandex,
tights, or similar clothing.
