Dress Code Violations:
No jeans, pants, or shorts with rips, frayed hems (or edges), or holes.
Shorts can be no shorter than three (3) inches above the knee. 
No pajamas or costumes.
No slippers or similar footwear such as crocs, or shoes without backs.
No open-toed shoes.
No leggings, yoga pants, spandex, tights, or similar clothing.
No hats or bandanas. 
No hoodies or hooded clothing. 
No crop tops or shirts that expose the belly button/skin when arms are raised.
